Jaguar X-Type Lower Mesh Grille

1. As a first step you will remove lower bumper splitter’s outer edge. This part simply snaps in to the splitter and will come off if you tug on it. 

2. Once this part is removed it will expose a series small horizontal slits. 

3. Attached two provided L brackets on each side of the bumper corners (secure using the provided stubby screws; see image). 

4. Attach the provided 4 z brackets using the included machine screws, washers, and hex nuts (the screw going through the slits in the splitter and locking from the back with a washer and hex nut).

5. Once all the brackets have been installed, position the mesh into the lower bumper opening. 

6.  Starting on one side position the grille at your desired location.

a. Secure the grille by sliding one of the provided screws through the front of the mesh and tapping into the small hole in the Z or L bracket. 

i. As the screw heads come close to their surrounding mesh strands, use needle nose pliers to squeeze the strands about 1mm closer together (for better contact with the screw head). 

7. Now make your way to the other side of the bumper and repeat step 5. 

a. If the grille appears short you can pull on it to create a perfect seal against the bumper. 

8. Lastly, repeat to secure the grille’s center section. 
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
