X-Type Jag Key FOBS

If your keyless entry no longer works unless your very close to your car, it is time for a battery change. Follow the steps below to successfully change the battery on your X-Type's key fob. **If your key fob battery has been dead for a while, you may need to reprogram the fob. You can check out my other article on how 

Instructions
Split the transmitter from the key using a small screwdriver in the small hole on the back. You will see a couple of reliefs on the transmitter where you can split the cover.

Use a very small screwdriver to remove the screw that holds the circuit board to the casing. You will see that the battery is underneath.

Remove the old battery and replace it with a new one. Reverse the steps above to put the key fob back together.

1) Open the driver side door.
2) Turn the ignition switch to the 'auxiliary' position, then turn the ignition switch to the 
'ON' position and back to the 'auxiliary' position four times. *This must be done fairly quickly. If you have done it correctly, you will hear a chime.
3) Turn the ignition switch to 'OFF' position.
4) Remove the key from the ignition.
5) To program the transmitter, press any key within ten seconds. **If it worked, you should hear another chime.
6) Close the door...YOU'RE DONE!

Programing FOB

1. Step 1

To program a key fob insert the key and turn to position I. 

1. Step 2

Turn the key to position II and back to I (quickly repeat four times) and you will hear a chime if it was done correctly. 

1. Step 3

Turn the key all the way back and take it out. 

1. Step 4

Now press any button on the key fobs to be added and you will hear another chime. 

1. Step 5. 
If you have a set of keys for step (4) you have to press any button on two or more fobs at the same time so they both have the same code.

There is a manual method that works most of the time. Here's how to do it.

 Note: When carrying out steps 4 to 6, all current transmitters will be erased from memory. Ensure all transmitters to be programmed (up to 5) are available before proceeding. 

Note: If at any stage, two chirps are emitted, then an error has occurred, if this is the case, repeat the process from step 1. When carrying out steps 1 to 7, ensure no other transmitters are operated within range of the system.

	Open driver door (door must be open throughout the programming process). 

 

	2.
	Pull turn signal stalk to the headlight flash position and hold. (towards you)
 

	3.
	Insert ignition key and turn to auxiliary position (position 1), then release the turn signal stalk. 

Pull and release the high beam four more times in quick succession, and wait for a chime to sound after the fourth time.

Press the Lock button on your remote; then wait for the door locks to click to indicate successful programming.

	Flash headlights five times (there will be an acknowledgment chirp from the sounder, and the PATS LED will flash once). 

Note: Up to 5 transmitters can be programmed. Push the second transmitter button directly after programming the first, etc. Do not repeat the complete sequence as the first transmitter will be erased. 

 

	5.
	Push any transmitter button (there will be an acknowledgment chirp from the sounder, and the PATS LED will flash once). 

 

	6.
	Turn "OFF" the ignition and remove the key, (there will be an acknowledgment chirp from the sounder, and the PATS LED will flash once). 

 

	7.
	Close driver door and check transmitter(s) functions.


Transmission
I hate to answer a question with a question but why do you need to check it as it is a sealed unit and as per jaguar does not need to be checked so they say....... 

Having said that there is a Allen head screw on the right side about 3 inches above drain plug. Take it off and see if fluid comes out if not add until it runs out and put Allen screw back in. No there is not a dip stick. To add fluid there is a rubber plug or Allen screw on top of tranny behind battery box. You will need a long funnel. 

Durango Key FOBS
· Sit in your car and turn the ignition key to the "Run" position.

Press the "Unlock" button on your remote for about five seconds and then press and hold the "Panic" button at the same time for one second. Release both at the same time and wait for the car to emit a chiming sound. This will reset the frequency for the remotes and enter the programming mode.

Press any button on the remote within 30 seconds and hold it until the car chimes again. This will reset the remote to the car's new frequency and it should start working again. Turn the ignition back to the "Off' position to save the new frequency.
