Following a software download, the HLDF screen will display the 'Palmyra screen’, as shown in graphic E147678.
This version has been issued for a change in the DSFM link in step 4.
Cause: The software download process via SDD takes 2.5 hours and may fail due to several download issues,

such as the battery level dropping below a specified voltage (12.5v), the SDD tool losing connection etc.
Suggested Customer Concern Code - 42.

1. Type the selected Sofware File Name into the text box and select download.
2. Open the Zip file, select all files and extract to desktop.

3. Copy contents of the folder onto the root directory of the memory stick.



5. Connect a Jaguar approved battery conditioner/power supply.

6. Turn on the vehicle ignition.

&NOTE: An error message will appear on the HLDF screen if you have more than one file loaded on the
memory stick.

7. aNOTE: An audible noise/whistle may be evident during the recovery process, this is considered
normal.

Insert the memory stick and adapter cable into the Mini USB port of the HLDF. The download will
automatically start and the red icon will move down the menu on the HLDF screen until the ‘Completed
updating software' box is highlighted.

8. As soon as the download is complete, turn off the ignition remove the memory stick and adapter lead.
Disconnect all power leads from the HLDF then reconnect after 10 seconds.

9. Turn on the ignition, power up the screen.

10. Check that the HLDF screen and audio functions work correctly.
11. Reapply the protective metal tape to the recovery port.

12. Install the HLDF (see TOPIx Workshop Manual section 415-01A).

13. Disconnect Jaguar approved battery conditioner/power supply.
