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XJ Series

This Technical Guide is produced as an outline description of the model year program changes to the
XJ Series Sedan range, for Dealer workshop personnel. As a cohesive package, it complements
updates to the Service Manual. However, in order to keep the contents concise, no attempt is made to
cover technical details to the depth of the Service Manual.

Most of the changes are programmed for introduction in early May 1995. Some are running changes to
be included as close as possible to this date.

The information contained in this publication should be considered as preliminary information. While
every effort is made to ensure accuracy, changes may occur between going to press and vehicle launch.
Since the Technical Guide contents will not be updated, the reader is encouraged to study subsequent
information sources, such as Service Bulletins and Service Manual Supplements.
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XJ Series Introduction

The Jaguar XJ Sedan range, first introduced at 1995 model year, is broadened to include an extended
wheelbase model. The wheelbase is 125 mm longer than the standard wheelbase, with the extra length
being introduced behind the B/C post. The result is increased rear door length and rear passenger leg
room.

Seat heaters are introduced to the rear seats. The switches for the heaters are on a rear extension to
the front center console.

To enable the front passenger seat to be adjusted by a person in the rear seat (or by the driver), a switch
housing is introduced on the front passenger seat squab. Two switches enable fore/aft and recline
adjustments.

Minor modifications include a revised spare wheel mounting arrangement in the trunk, and a door glass
thickness increase to 5 mm.

Revisions are made to the engine control module software on both six and twelve cylinder vehicles.

Exterior Trim

Door Windows

To reduce wind and road noise, the thickness of
the window glass in the doors is increased from 4
mm (0.16 in) to 5 mm (0.20 in). New glass run
channels accommodate the thicker glass.

Interior Trim

Rear View Mirror

The interior rear view mirror has a revised stem
and windshield mounting button. The stem
locates on grooves in the mounting button. Spring
clips in the stem lock the two together.

A plastic cover clips onto the stem to conceal the
mounting. With the cover removed, the stem can
be unlocked from the mounting button by a sharp
downward blow to a suitable protective block
positioned on the rear top edge of the stem.

Trunk

Spare Wheel Installation

A new stowage tray and spare wheel mounting is
introduced. On vehicles with a temporary-use
spare wheel, this enables the three rubber spacer
blocks to be deleted.

A yellow plastic clamping bolt secures the
stowage tray to the mounting. An- L-shaped bolt,
installed through one of the spare wheel stud
holes and the cfamping bolt, secures the spare
wheel.

The L-shaped bolt comes in one of two lengths, to
fit- either the temporary-use or full size spare
wheels. The blade ended handle of the bolt is for
removing wheel trims, replacing the dedicated
trim tool previously installed in the stowage tray.
The stowage tray in vehicles with a temporary-
use spare wheel no longer contains a securing
bolt for a full size wheel, because a full size wheel
will only be carried in the trunk on a temporary
basis. )

A new lugnut wrench, with a telescopic handle, is
installed in the stowage tray.

Caution:
The handle should only be extended for
loosening lugnuts, not tightening them.
Using the wrench with the handle extended
to tighten lugnuts could damage the
stud/lugnut threads.

Rear Brake Pipe and Hose

A horseshoe shaped snap-on clip is now fitted to
the body longitudinal bracket. The shape of the
bracket is bent inboard. The flexible hose has a
female end fitting which is ‘D’ shaped to locate in
the longitudinal bracket. Consequently, the
mating underfloor pipe is changed to a male end
fitting. The pipe has an altered bend to route it to
the new mating position. This provides a
simplified remove/refit procedure and improves
access.

Front Passenger Seat Switches

On VDP and XJ12 models, two additional
switches are introduced to enable operation of
the front passenger seat fore/aft and recline
adjustments by a rear passenger or the driver.
The switches are installed on a finisher, in a
housing attached to the inboard side of the
passenger seat squab. The housing is trimmed to
match the seat trim. The switches are illuminated,

‘three position rocker switches, spring-loaded to

the center (off) position.

A revised seat harness connects the new
switches in parallel with the related adjustment
switches on the seat cushion.

Instruments

Oil Pressure Indication

To avoid nuisance low oil pressure warnings at
engine idle rpm, the engine oil pressure
transducer is replaced by an oil pressure switch.
This changes the operation of the oil pressure
gauge on the instrument panel. New graphics on
the oil pressure gauge complement the revised
operation.

The gauge now reads mid-scale (N) at all normal
driving conditions, and only deflects from mid-
scale (full left, into or below the red sector) if a
genuine low oil pressure condition occurs.

The switch operates at 0.14 to 0.41 bar (2 to 6
Ibf/in?), and is torque tightened to between 11 and
13.5 N.m (98 and 119 Ibf.in), on both AJ16 and
V12 engines.

Seat Heater System

Rear Seat Heaters

Rear seat heaters are introduced as an option for
VDP and XJ12 models. The heater system for
each seat position consists of two heater
elements, a control module and a control switch.

Heater Elements

Separate heater elements are installed in the
cushion and the squab of each seat. The
temperature of the two elements at each seat
position is controlled by a thermostat in the
respective cushion heater element.

Control Modules

The control modules are 10 to 12 minute timer
relays. The control module for each seat is
installed on the related heelboard.

Control Switches

The control switches are installed on the rear
extension of the front console. They are push
on/push off type switches with a status indicator.

Operation

With the ignition on, when a control switch is pressed the related control module connects a supply to
the heater elements. The thermostat then regulates the supply to maintain the cushion and squab heater
elements at a temperature of 30 to 45 °C (86 to 113 °F).

After 10 to 12 minutes the control module automatically de-energizes and disconnects the supply to the
heater elements. The system then remains off until the control switch is pressed again. The control

module also de-energizes if the control switch is pressed again before the 10 to 12 minutes time delay
has elapsed.

Engine Control Module

On VDP and XJ12 models, new software is incorporated in the engine control module. On the VDP,
the new software affects both engine management and on-board diagnostics. On the XJ12, the new
software affects only the on-board diagnostics.

VDP Engine Management

Transient Fueling
Transient fueling is revised to improve starting performance and to refine engine response to throttle
movement.

Idle Speed Control

Load dependent idle speed in drive/reverse is introduced. If low battery voltage is detected the idle
speed setting in drive/reverse is increased to 680 RPM (from 580 RPM), to increase the output from
the generator. The idle speed in park/neutral remains at 700 RPM.

VDP On-board Diagnostics
