A start by pushing or towing cannot be achleved on a vehicle
with automatic transmission.

Emergency Starting Using Jump Leads

Both the booster and discharged battery should be treated with

great care when using jump leads. Always use high quality leads
capable of carrying the starter current of the vehicle to be
started.

Before commencing, the following precautions must be taken:

1. When the battery of another vehicle is being used, ensure
that the vehicles do wot towch, or remove the charged battery
and place near te, not on, the vehicle with the discharged
battery.

2. Ensure that both vehicles have all electrical services OFF, the
handbrake = Ol and the transmision & in Park.

3. Where the jump leads are of a different colour, e.g. red and
black, use red for positive (+). This aids identification and
helps to avold crossing positive (4 to negative ). Take extra

care to avoid crossing the polarity when using cables of the
same colour,

If using a Jump start vehicle, under no circumstances
should the vehicles come Into contact with each other.
This could establish an earth connection, which may

cause sparks and damage.

Do not run the Jump start vehicle's englne when boost
starting a Jaguar Vehlcle, If the Jump start vehicles
engine is running and the jump leads are
disconnected, damage to the Jaguar vehicle's electrical
system will result.

The booster battery voltage must not exceed 12 volts.

The tollowing procedure must be followed exactly, being careful

not to cause sparks.

Apply the handbrake, select Park and turn off all the vehicles

electrical services.
Remove the luggage compartment floor panels,

. Unclip the positive (+) terminal cover.

4. Attach one end of the red jump lead to the positive (+)

terminal of the booster battery and the other end to the
positive terminal of the discharged battery. Make sure that
a good connectlon Is made. Do not allow the vehicles
to touch,
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Cauthor: e not conmect the negatlve Jump laad directly

to the negatlve (<) terminal of the discharged vehicle.

5, Aftach one end of the black jump lead to the negative =)
terminal of the booster battery and the other end to ancarth
point on the vehicle being started, (Use the spare whesl
retainkng bolt as shown.) The earth polnt must be at least
12 inches (305 mm) from the discharged battery, Make sure
that a good connection is made.

&, When started allow the engine to idle for fve minutes before
disconnecting the cables,

7. Disconnect the black jump lead from the earthpolnt and the
bocster battery negative i—) terminal. DRsconnect the red
jump lead from the positive [+] terminals of both batteries,

8. Refit the positive terminal cover and the floor panels.
